What is the Dublin Foundation?

The Dublin Foundation’s vision is to improve, enhance and enrich the quality of life for all residents in Dublin and surrounding communities. Our mission is to support the community and its non-profit organizations by raising, investing, and dispersing funds for the betterment of the Dublin community. With the assistance of The Columbus Foundation, the Dublin Foundation receives and invests charitable gifts from individuals, families, businesses and other groups. 

How does it work?

The Dublin Foundation welcomes grant applications from non-profit, tax-exempt 501 (c) (3) organizations serving the Dublin community and immediately surrounding communities. Grants are awarded bi-monthly by the Foundation. Applications are received three times per year and reviewed by a Board of Governors. These monies are then distributed to approved applicants for grants and projects that help meet the continually evolving needs of the Dublin community.  

What impact has the Foundation had on the community?
Since the Dublin Foundation’s inception in 1982, more than $350,000 in grants have been approved and issued for the following categories: Arts and Cultural Endeavors, Civic Affairs and Community Services, Education, Environment, Health, Human Services and Safety, Historic Preservation and Recreation. Examples of organizations that have received grant money to benefit their programs include Dublin City Schools, the Welcome Warehouse, Emerald City Players, Children’s Hunger Alliance and Leadership Dublin.
