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Donation from the Dublin Foundation Funds Homework Help Center
(Dublin, Ohio – (June 9, 2010) – The Dublin Foundation – a tax-exempt organization that distributes grant money to help meet the continually evolving needs of the Dublin community – awarded a grant of $5,000 to the Dublin Branch of the Columbus Metropolitan Library.

The grant will help CML create a Homework Help Center in the Dublin Branch, which will provide neighborhood students with a convenient, free, supervised and dedicated area within the library to do their homework. Many students already use the library after school, and the center will provide a constructive space where they have all the resources they need to complete their homework, from computers reserved solely for their use to adult supervision and assistance.

“Dublin is a community with a strong education system and a commitment to ensuring all students achieve success,” said Development Director Donna Zuiderweg. “We know that when this center is launched, the library branch will be positioned to have even greater impact with students of all ages.”
CML opened the first Homework Help Center in the Linden Branch in 2004. Since then, a total of 18 centers have opened throughout Columbus. The demand at current locations is strong – more than 37,000 students signed up for homework help during the 2008-2009 school year. Based on the results of current Homework Help Centers in similar locations, it is expected that 15 to 20 students will use the Dublin center each day in a three hour period after school. It is hoped that CML can secure the funds to open the Dublin Homework Help Center by January 2011.

“The Dublin Foundation's gift gets us one step closer to our goal,” said Zuiderweg. “We're so grateful for The Dublin Foundation's support of this project and hope it inspires others as well.”
